Once all the cards have been played, it turns out that the correct predictions had
continuously been on the back all along. The audience is completely astonished!

The Kicker:

But of course, it's called "Marry, Kiss, Kill." There's still a marrying to be done!
From both piles, a random card is chosen. The names are then revealed.
Immediately following this, the magician flips the two cards that have been
CONSTANTLY in view. On them, the images of the two individuals (dressed in
wedding attire!) are displayed!
